January 2018 Service Changes

Effective, Sunday, January 7, 2018, SacRT will implement the following service
changes:

Route 25: Marconi
Route 25 will now make a left on Cypress Avenue, a right on Garfield Avenue and a
right on Locust Avenue to return to the terminal at Manzanita Avenue.

Route 65: Franklin - 65th Street

Route 65 will be expanded to serve the Delta Shores shopping center from the Franklin
light rail station via Cosumnes River Boulevard. The new bus stop at Delta Shores is
located near the In-N-Out Burger restaurant on Delta Shores Circle.

Sunday/Holiday Schedule
SacRT will operate on a Sunday/holiday schedule on New Year’s Day, Monday,
January 1, 2018.

SacRT Student Monthly Passes Now Discounted

For a limited time only, SacRT’s student monthly passes (grades K-12) are reduced by
65%.

SacRT’s January 2018 Golden 1 Center Service Calendar



SacRT is your family-friendly way to get to arena events. SacRT has light rail stops
within one block from Golden 1 Center. When an event ends after SacRT’s regular
service hours, which is approximately midnight, we will operate special service trains for
up to 45 minutes post-event (end of game and/or last encore) on the Blue Line and Gold
Line. For example, if a concert ends at 11 p.m., two special trips will operate between

11 p.m. and 11:45 p.m. on both lines.

SacRT will only operate extended service to Folsom stations (Hazel, Iron Point, Glenn
and Historic Folsom) for major events and Kings home games. Regular city of Folsom
service ends at approximately 7 p.m. on most nights. Make sure to check the Service
Calendar at gosacrt.com before parking for late night events. For more frequent service
and extended security hours, Folsom, Cameron Park and EI Dorado Hills customers
should park and ride from the Sunrise Station. All other light rail lines and stations have
late night service.

SacRT will operate extended light rail service for the following January 2018 events. For
all other events, SacRT will operate on a regular schedule (no city of Folsom service):
