City street
parking meters will be free on the MLK holiday
making it even more convenient for marchers
to catch the Blue Line train from Cathedral
Square (10th & K) at 8:06 a.m. or 8:31 a.m. to
join the march leaving SCC.

Begin-
ning on Tuesday, January 1, 2019, customers
no longer have to pay a fee to park at the three
lots.

Pending SacRT Board approval on Monday,
January 14, SacRT’s remaining
park-pay-and-ride lots at Power Inn, Franklin,
Meadowview and Florin will also be free
effective Friday, March 1, 2019. However,
customers using the Cosumnes River College
parking structure will continue to be required to
pay the daily rate of $2 or $20 per month, since
parking is maintained by the college.
