To get an up close view of the mural,
take light rail to the 16th Street Station, ride bus
routes 38, 62 or 109, walk or bike.

The beautification
project was made possible in collaborative
support from the Midtown Association, SacRT,
Capitol Area Development Authority, DeBartolo
Development, The Grupe Company, and SKK
Developments.

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SacRT’s Love Letter to the Community: Lower Fares

The basic single ride decreased by Transfer Ticket A UL

25 cents from $2.75 to $2.50, and the
discount single ride decreased by 10 cents
from $1.35 to $1.25. The basic monthly pass
decreased by $10 from $110 to $100, the
discount monthly pass decreased by $5 from
$55 to $50, the paratransit single ride
decreased by 50 cents from $5.50 to $5, and
the super senior fare decreased by $2 from
$42 to $40.

Transfer tickets have also been re-implement-
ed. For just 25 cents, riders who purchase a

single ride ticket with cash can transfer
between bus and light rail, light rail to bus or
bus to bus. Riders are also able to transfer for
free using electronic fare media such as
ZipPass or Connect Card.

Prepaid tickets that were purchased by custom-
ers at the previous rate will not be exchanged
or refunded; however, customers can continue
to use prepaid tickets in the future until the
expiration date.

Proposal to Transfer
Folsom Stage Line
Service to SacRT

The City of Folsom and SacRT are working
collaboratively to annex Folsom’s public transit
service into the larger SacRT system. This
continues a strong partnership between the City
and SacRT that brought light rail to Folsom in
2005, extended night service in 2018 and is
working to increase light rail service frequency
to every 15 minutes.

On October 22nd, the SacRT Board unani-
mously approved an annexation agreement
with the City of Folsom to transition the opera-

tions of the Folsom Stage Line bus service to
SacRT. The City of Folsom considered the item
at their Council meeting in October and will
again consider the item and vote on the agree-
ment at their upcoming meeting on Tuesday,
November 13.

SacRT has hosted two open houses with the
Folsom community. Annexation provides the
City of Folsom a larger voice on the SacRT
Board shaping the future of public transit service
in the region. This expanded partnership will
provide residents with more transit services and
resources that can help keep up with demand.
The move will allow the region to become more
competitive for grant funding in the future.
