» BRT can have traffic signal priority at intersections
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» BRT can operate as fast as 55 mph
» Stations can be similar to LRT and have

enhanced passenger amenities
» BRT vehicles can seat 33 (40-foot bus) up to
64 (60-foot bus) passengers per vehicle

» BRT vehicles are clean fueled

» BRT vehicles are low floor or high floor

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» LRT is powered electrically using an overhead wire
» LRT vehicles can be high floor or low floor
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» LRT can operate as fast as 55 mph

» LRT operates in the street or in an exclusive

right-of-way
» LRT can seat 60 to 75 passengers per car

» LRT vehicles can be coupled together to form
trains up to 4 cars in length with one driver
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
