» Truxel Road in North Natomas is sized to meet
build out of Community Plan (beyond 2025 levels)
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" General Findings of Traffic
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O Sttt i g » Large queues will exist for two key movements at the
Truxel Road/Gateway Park Boulevard intersection:

- Northbound left turn into Natomas Marketplace
- Eastbound from Natomas Marketplace
» Light rail trains will be given "priority" at the traftic

signals at key intersections
» Light rail trains would increase delays for cross-street

traffic, but queues would clear quickly
» Light rail priority may benefit some traffic movements,

including the long queues on the two critical
movements at the Truxel Road/Gateway Park

Boulevard intersection
» Overall, light rail trains would not significantly effect

queuing or delay of motorists traveling on Truxel Road
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Each video covers approximately a 10 minute
window between 5:15 and 5:30 p.m.
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The Video period covers time before, during
and after train arrival.
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For each scenario three different views are
shown (see map).
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Playback is at twice real time (10 minutes in
real time taken 5 minutes to play).
