
RT BOARD SELECTS DNA LOCALLY
PREFERRED ALTERNATIVE (LPA)

After much community input and discussion, the
Sacramento Regional Transit District (RT) Board of
Directors on December 15, 2003 selected a
Locally Preferred Alternative (LPA) as part of the
Downtown/Natomas/Airport (DNA) Study.  The
alternative selected by the RT Board of Directors was
Light Rail Transit (LRT) utilizing the Truxel Road
alignment.

The selection of an LPA for the DNA Study was the
result of research, technical analysis and extensive
public comment, which has occurred over the past
two years.
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BENEFITS OF THE LPA

You may ask yourself, how will this alignment and
mode benefit me?  Residents along the future light rail
corridor will benefit from a reduction in traffic congestion;
increased transportation connectivity and mobility; and
the ability to use a travel option other than the single
occupancy vehicle, and travel time savings.

Since early 2000, RT has been actively participating
in what the Federal Transit Administration calls the
“New Starts Project Development Process.”  This
process has included RT’s preparation of its Multi-
Corridor Study in 2001, the DNA Alternatives Analysis
(AA) Study, and a Draft Environmental Impact
Statement/Report (DEIS/R), now being prepared by

RT and its consultant team.
The f i rst  two studies
concluded that the Truxel
Road Alignment using light
rail transit technology will
provide the greatest benefit
to transit users in the
corridor and the region.

Selection of the LPA is
consistent with the City of
Sacramento and the County
of Sacramento General and
Community Plans, and
Sacramento Area Council of
Government’s Metropolitan
Transpor ta t i on  P lan .

The LRT alignment, outlined
in blue on the map, is
proposed to extend light rail
transit service approximately
13 miles from the vicinity of
K Street and 7th Street in
downtown Sacramento to the
Sacramento International
A i r p o r t ,  f o l l o w i n g  a
Truxel Road alignment.
Communities to be directly
served by the future service
will include Alkali Flat,
Richards Boulevard, South
Natomas, North Natomas,
and the future Metro Air Park.
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PUBLIC REVIEW –
DRAFT ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENT–
LATE 2004

The next steps identified for the DNA Study will be to
prepare a draft version of the Environmental Impact
Statement/Report (DEIS/R) and to circulate it for public
review and comment in late 2004.  Future project
phases include initiating Preliminary Engineering and
completing the Final Environmental Impact Statement,
Final Design, and Construction.

HOW WILL DNA BE FUNDED?

During the environmental and preliminary engineering
phases of the DNA Study, strategies to obtain federal
funding will be refined.  By pursuing all funding options
and complying with all applicable state and federal
guidelines, it is RT’s goal to provide service to the
Sacramento International Airport by 2015.

RT’S COMMITMENT TO THE COMMUNITY
VOICE

Throughout the DNA Study, RT has conducted an
extensive outreach process to inform, involve and solicit
public comment.

Outreach has included public presentations, agency
and group meetings, the DNA website and information
line, and distribution of newsletters and other written
materials.

RT also held two formal open houses in the corridor,
one formal open house at the Convention Center in
downtown Sacramento and one formal public hearing
at a RT Board of Director’s meeting.

Hundreds of key community issues, questions and
concerns were collected in verbal and written form
through various public participation activities.  Although
many groups and individuals voiced support for the
Truxel Road LPA, others voiced opposition to selection
of light rail service on Truxel Road as the LPA. RT is
committed to continuing to work with the community
during the current and future phases of the DNA Study
to address specific concerns.

Additional public involvement activities in 2004 will
provide members of the community opportunities to
comment on the DEIS/R.  Activities include
presentations to community and stakeholder groups,
technical and citizen review panel meetings, DEIS/R
content review meetings, agency meetings, media
re la t ions,  and communicat ion  mater ia ls .

Once scheduled, upcoming public participation
opportunities for the DEIS/R phase of the DNA Study
will be posted on the project website –  as well as
announced in local papers and mai l ings.
