Monthly Parking Pass Information

Monthly Parking Pass: $15

RT offers several options to purchase your
monthly parking pass for the Watt/I-80,
Waitt/I-80 West and Roseville Road park-pay-
and-ride lots:

Online: To purchase your monthly parking pass
online, visit www.sacrt.com and click on the Park-
Pay-and-Ride link. Monthly parking passes are
available for purchase beginning the first day of
the previous month. Orders usually ship first-
class mail the next business day (there is a
$1.44 shipping and handling charge for online
purchases).

Phone: To purchase your monthly parking pass
by phone, call 916-321-2849. Monthly parking
passes are available for purchase beginning the
first day of the previous month. Orders usually
ship first-class mail the next business day.

RT Customer Service and Sales Center:
Monthly parking passes are available for
purchase at the Customer Service and Sales
Center located at 1225 R Street (adjacent to the
13th Street light rail station) beginning on the
16th of the previous month.

Sales Outlets: Bel Air markets located at 1039
Sunrise Avenue (Roseville) and 7901 Walegra
Road (Antelope), as well as the City of Citrus

Heights located at 6237 Fountain Square Drive,

begin selling monthly parking passes on the
25th of the previous month.

Monthly parking pass holders can park in any
numbered parking space and do not need to
use the parking payment kiosk located on the
station platform. Customers can just park and
ride, as long as the monthly parking pass is
properly displayed on the driver’s side dash or
hung from the rearview mirror.
