How do | pay?

Light Rail: There are no fareboxes onboard
the light rail trains. Before boarding, purchase
your ticket from a fare vending machine
located at the station. If you are using a pre-
paid ticket or daily pass, you must validate
it in the slot located on the fare vending
machine before boarding. Keep your
validated ticket or pass with you and have
it available for inspection while boarding,
riding and exiting light rail.

Single ride tickets are good for two hours
from time of validation on light rail only.

Bus: Deposit exact change in the farebox
(operators do not carry change). Fareboxes
